Fee Information 

The fee includes 5 meals, 2 nights lodging and program.  HI-Y’s per person cost for this conference is about $235.  To help 

students participate, HI-Y offers fees below cost. 

Fees paid by October 20th are $140 per student and $100 per adult for HI-Y’s affiliated by October 20th with the 

HI-Y Leadership Center.  All others (unaffiliated) pay $160 per student and $120 per adult.  After October 20th, add $10 

per late registrant. 

Note to adults:  For every ten students, no charge for one adult, less than 10 students adults pay full adult fee. 
 

Refund Policy: The best plans can go awry.  However, the lower scholarship fees charged do not provide any way for the HI-Y 

Leadership Center to give refunds.  THERE ARE NO REFUNDS.  Students may find a replacement for their reservation and 

the fee can then be transferred to the new participant.  The fee MAY NOT be transferred to another HI-Y program or to a student 

already registered.
